CHAPTER 15

GARBAGE AND REFUSE

15.01 DEFINITIONS.  As used in this chapter, the words “garbage”, “refuse”, and “ashes” have the following meanings:

Garbage: Wastes resulting from the handling, preparation, cooking and consumption of food; wastes from the handling, storage and sale of produce.

Refuse: Combustible trash, including, but not limited to, paper, cartons, boxes, barrels, wood, excelsior, tree branches, yard trimmings, wood furniture, bedding; non- combustible trash, including, but not limited to, metals, tin cans, metal furniture, dirt, small quantities of rock and pieces of concrete, glass, crockery, other mineral waste; street rubbish, including, but not limited to, street sweepings, dirt, leaves, catch-basin dirt, contents of litter receptacles; but refuse does not mean earth and wastes from building operations, nor shall it include solid wastes resulting from industrial processes and manufacturing operations such as food processing wastes, boilerhouse cinders, lumber, scraps and shavings.

Ashes: Residue from fires used for cooking and for heating buildings.

15.02 LICENSES RESTRICTED.  The city shall enter into one contract for the disposition of garbage, refuse and ashes, and shall not issue any licenses for the collection of garbage, refuse and ashes.  Nothing in this section shall be construed to limit any licenses heretofore issued.

15.03 NON-LICENSES PROHIBITED.  A person not holding a valid contract or license is prohibited from collecting garbage, refuse and ashes for hire, except as provided in Section 15.04.

15.04 PRIVATE DISPOSAL PERMITTED.  Nothing herein shall be construed as prohibiting any person from disposing of their own accumulation of garbage, refuse and ashes, or prohibiting any person, firm or corporation from disposing for hire of trees, bushes, tree and bush trimmings, yard clippings, general household cleaning refuse, or debris resulting from construction or demolition in whole or in part of any structure.

15.05 COLLECTION OF GARBAGE AND REFUSE. 

(a) All refuse and garbage from residential units shall be picked up once per week within the corporate limits of the city and shall be disposed of by the contractor.  Scrap materials from the construction, remodeling and repair of buildings, including concrete, bricks, tile, earth and industrial scraps, may be handled by the contractor based upon a charge to be arranged between the contractor and the resident or may be disposed of by the party involved therewith.

(b) Collection of such garbage and refuse shall be made as follows:

1.  At least once a week regularly from each area within the city between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  All materials for collection shall be placed by the resident receiving service in sanitary cans, containers or tied bundles.

2.  All cans and containers used for refuse shall be standard, waterproof construction with handles and tight-fitting covers, and be between 21 and 36 gallons in capacity, or standard paper or plastic garbage containers.  All materials not in said cans or containers shall be securely tied in bundles, not to exceed 5 feet in length and 50 pounds in weight.
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
