Chapter 20 - Building Codes


CHAPTER 20

BUILDING CODES

20.01  ADOPTION OF CODES.  The 1990 BUILDING OFFICIALS AND CODE ADMINISTRATION INTERNATIONAL, INC., (B.O.C.A.) BUILDING CODE, THE 2000 NATIONAL LIFE SAFETY CODE, THE 1993 ILLINOIS PLUMBING CODE AND THE 2002 NATIONAL ELECTRIC CODE, as amended from time to time, are hereby adopted as ordinances of said City. (02-O-04).
20.02  VIOLATION.  Any person violating any provision of this Chapter, or any rule or regulation adopted or issued in pursuance thereof, or any provision of any code adopted herein by reference, shall upon conviction be subject to a fine as provided in section 1.06 of this Code, and the costs of prosecution.

20.03  ACTIONS AND PROCEEDINGS FOR VIOLATIONS.  Any person violating any provision of this Code, or any rule or regulation adopted or issued in pursuance thereof, or any provision of any code adopted herein by reference, shall be subject to the institution of any appropriate action or proceeding to:

(a)  prevent the unlawful construction, reconstruction, alteration, repair, conversion, maintenance or use;

(b)  prevent the occupancy of such building, structure or land; or

(c)  restrain, correct or abate the violation.

20.04  SEPARATE OFFENSES.  Each act of violation and each day upon which a violation occurs constitutes a separate offense.

20.05  SEPARABILITY OF PROVISIONS.  Each section, paragraph, sentence, clause and provision of this Ordinance is separable and if any provision is held unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, such decision shall not affect the remainder of this Ordinance nor any part thereof, other than that part affected by such decision.
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
