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CHAPTER 42

OFFENSES AGAINST PUBLIC

 PEACE, SAFETY AND MORALS

42.01 DISORDERLY CONDUCT.  No person shall engage in disorderly conduct in the city.  Any of the following acts constitute disorderly conduct:

1.  Making, aiding or assisting in making any improper noise, riot, disturbance, breach of the peace or diversion tending to a breach of the peace.

2.  Assaulting, striking or deliberately injuring another person.

3.  Engaging in or aiding or abetting any fight, quarrel or other disturbance.

4.  Disturbing any religious service, funeral, public or private meeting, place of amusement, or assembly of persons.

5.  Collecting in crowds for unlawful purposes, or for any purpose to the annoyance or disturbance of other persons.

6.  Loitering continuously in public places or being idle or dissolute and going about begging.

7.  Being intoxicated or under the influence of intoxicating liquor or drugs in public places, or in any place to the annoyance and disturbance of other persons.

8.  Resisting or obstructing the performance of one known to be a police officer or any authorized act within the police officer’s official capacity; or impersonating a police officer.

9.  Assisting any person in custody of police to escape or furnishing any weapon, drugs, or liquor to any such person.

10.  Assembling with two or more other persons for the purpose of using force or violence to disturb the public peace.

11.  Failing to obey a lawful order of dispersal by a person known to be a peace officer, where three or more persons are committing acts of disorderly conduct in the immediate vicinity, which acts are likely to cause substantial harm or serious inconvenience, annoyance or alarm.

12.  Lodging in or being in outhouses, sheds, barns, stables or unoccupied buildings, or being a vagrant.

13.  Transmitting in any manner to the Fire Department of any city, town, village or fire protection district a false alarm of fire, knowing at the time of such transmission, that there is no reasonable ground for believing that such fire exists.

14.  Transmitting in any manner to another a false alarm to the effect that a bomb or other explosive of any nature is concealed in such place that its explosion would endanger human life, knowing at the time of such transmission that there is no reasonable ground for believing that such bomb or explosive is concealed in such place.

15.  Transmitting in any manner to any peace officer, public officer or public employee a report to the effect that an offense has been committed, knowing at the time of such transmission that there is no reasonable ground for believing that such an offense has been committed.

16.  Entering upon the property of another and for a lewd or unlawful purpose deliberately looking into a dwelling on the property through any window or other opening in it.

17.  Engaging in any fraudulent scheme, device or trick to obtain money or other valuable thing, or the practice of fortune-telling, palmistry, card reading, astrology, clairvoyancy or other scheme to obtain money or other value.

18.  Making a telephone call with intent to annoy another, whether or not conversation ensues.

19.  Using any obscene, profane, threatening or inciting language in any public place.

20.  Throwing stones or missiles in public places or at any person or property, or using brandishing or threatening to use any missile, or dangerous weapon or object.

21.  Damaging or defacing trees, bushes, gardens, fences, windows, signs, buildings, monuments, or vehicles or engaging in any acts of vandalism.

22.  Abusing, beating or cruelly injuring any animal, or attempting to kill or wound any bird.

23.  Using, brandishing, threatening to use, or discharging any recreational firearm or device which resembles a firearm in public places or at any person or property.

Any person violating this section shall, upon conviction, be subject to a fine of not less than $25 nor more than $500 and the costs of prosecution.  (88-0-01, 1/ 12/ 88)

42.02 FIREARMS.  No person shall discharge any firearms or do any hunting in the city.  This shall not apply to peace officers in line of duty, or any person acting in self defense.

42.03 WEAPONS. 

(a) A person who is not a city officer shall not carry about his person any concealed pistol, switchblade, razor, slingshot, metal knuckles or any other weapon or thing of deadly character.

(b) No person shall sell, give or transfer any such weapon to any minor person.

42.04 FIREWORKS.  No person shall sell, offer for sale, use or explode any fireworks in the city except the Council may grant a permit for a public display of fireworks under such conditions as it may impose under the provisions of Chapter 425, Section 35/2 of the Illinois Compiled Statutes.

42.05 FIRES. 

(a) No person shall start or maintain any fire in any street, sidewalk, ditch, park, or public place, or any place within 30 feet of any building or structure. 

(b) The open burning of a grass or wooded plot, herbage, shrubbery, leaves, grass, brush, trimmings from trees or bushes, wood, paper, garbage, refuse, waste or other combustible material on any property, public or private, from any source whatsoever, within the City is unlawful and is hereby prohibited, with the following exceptions:

(1) Fire set and supervised or authorized by the Fire Chief for public safety, training or similar purposes.

(2) Fires for the express purpose of food preparation.  Such fires may be contained in outdoor fireplaces, charcoal burners, or the like, or they may be in the form of an open campfire containing not more than 27 cubic feet of fuel material and built not closer than 20 feet to any building, structure or vehicle.  Such fires must be fully extinguished by midnight.  All open campfires shall be reported to the office of the Chief of Police in advance.

42.06 FENCES.  No person shall maintain any fence containing barbed wire, a single wire, or an electrically charged wire in the City.  (00-O-26)
42.07 NOISE.  No person shall disturb peace and quiet of any other person by creating excessive noise on his or any property.  Excessive noise shall include but not by way of limitation any of the following:

1.  Loud playing of phonographs, radios, television sets, or music machines, or musical instruments.

2.  Barking or howling dogs or cats.

3.  Vehicles without mufflers, or the unnecessary use of horns on vehicles.

42.08 DAMAGING PROPERTY.  No person shall damage, destroy or deface any public or private property without permission of the owner.

42.09 POLLUTION.  No person shall pollute the air or any watercourse by excessive discharge of waste products or foreign matter, or violate the Illinois Environmental Protection Act (Chapter 415, Section 5/1 et seq., Illinois Compiled Statutes).

42.10 TRESPASSING. 

(a) Prohibited.  It shall be unlawful for any person to commit a trespass within the City upon either public or private property.

(b) Acts Constituting Trespassing.  Without constituting any limitation upon the provisions of this section, any of the following acts by any person shall be deemed included among those that constitute trespasses in violation of the provisions of this section, and appropriate action may be taken hereunder at any time, or from time to time, to prevent or punish any violation or violations of this section.

The aforesaid enumerated acts shall include:

1.  An entry upon the premises or any part thereof of another including any public property in violation of a notice posted or exhibited on said premises viewable at the main entrance to said premises 
or in violation of any notice, warning or protest given orally or in writing, by any owner or occupant thereof; or

2.  The pursuit of a course of conduct or action incidental to the making of an entry upon the land of another in violation of a notice posted or exhibited on said premises viewable from the main entrance to said premises, or in violation of any notice, warning or protest given orally or in writing, by any owner or occupant thereof; or

3.  A failure or refusal to depart from the premises of another after being requested to do so, either orally or in writing by the owner or occupant thereof;

4.  An entry into or upon any vehicle made without the consent of the person having the right to possession or control thereof, or a failure or refusal to leave any such vehicle after being requested to leave by the person having such right.

An entry into or upon the lake located in Washington Park.  (98-O-30, 11/10/98)

42.11 VANDALISM. 

(a) Definitions.  For the purposes of this section, the following definitions shall apply:

Property: Any real estate including improvements thereon, and tangible personally.

Parent: The lawful father and mother of a minor child, whether by birth or adoption.

Legal Guardian: A foster parent, a person appointed guardian of a person, or given custody of a minor under the Illinois Juvenile Court Act.

Minor: A person who is above the age of 11 years, but not 18 years of age.

Acts of Vandalism: Includes any of the following acts:

1.  Maliciously, recklessly, or knowingly damaging or destroying any property of another person without his consent; or

2.  Maliciously, recklessly, or knowingly by means of fire or explosive device damaging, debasing or destroying any property of another person; or

3.  Maliciously, recklessly, or knowingly starting a fire on land of another person without his consent; or

4.  Maliciously, recklessly, or knowingly depositing on the land or in the building of another person, without his consent, any stink bomb, or any offensive smelling compound and thereby interfering with the use and occupancy by another, of the land or building; or

5.  Maliciously, recklessly, or knowingly and without authority entering into or obtaining control over any building, house trailer, motor vehicle, aircraft, or water craft or any part thereof, of another person without his consent.

(b) Parents’ Responsibility.  The parent or legal guardian of an unemancipated minor residing with such parent or legal guardian shall be presumed, in the absence of evidence to the contrary, to have failed to exercise proper parental responsibility and the minor shall be deemed to have committed the acts described below with the knowledge and permission of the parent or guardian, in violation of this chapter, upon the occurrence of the events described in paragraphs 1, 2, and 3 below:

1.  An unemancipated minor residing with said parent or legal guardian shall either be adjudicated to be in violation of any ordinance, law or statute prohibiting willful and malicious acts causing injury to a person or property, or shall have incurred non-judicial sanctions from another official agency from an admission of guilt of violation of any ordinance, law or statute prohibiting willful and malicious acts causing injury to a person or property; and

2.  The parent or legal guardian shall have received a written notice thereof, either by certified or registered mail, return receipt requested or by personal service, with a certificate of personal service returned, from the Police Department of the city, following an adjudication or non-judicial sanction; and

3.  If at any time within one year following receipt of the notice set forth in paragraph 2 above, said minor is either adjudicated to be in violation of any ordinance, law or statute as described in paragraph 1 above, or shall have incurred non-judicial sanctions from another official agency resulting from an admission of guilt of violation of any ordinance, law or statute as described in paragraph 1 above.

42.12 CURFEW. 

(a) Established; Time.  It is unlawful for a person less than 17 years of age to be present at or upon any public assembly, building, place, street, or highway at the following times unless accompanied and supervised by a parent, legal guardian or other responsible legal guardian or other responsible companion at least 18 years of age approved by a parent or legal guardian or unless engaged in a business or occupation which the laws of this state authorize a person less than 17 years of age to perform.

1.  Between 12:01 a.m. and 6:00 a.m. Saturday;

2.  Between 12:01 a.m. and 6:00 a.m. Sunday; and

3.  Between 11:00 p.m. on Sunday to Thursday inclusive, and 6:00 a.m. of the following day.  

It is unlawful for a person less than 10 years of age to be present, at or upon the Washington Park Lake at any time unless accompanied and supervised by a parent, legal guardian or other responsible companion at least 18 years of age approved by a parent or legal guardian.

(b) Parent, Guardian Responsible.  It is unlawful for a parent, legal guardian or other person to knowingly permit a person in his custody or control to violate this section.

Any person, upon conviction of a violation of this Ordinance shall be subject to a fine of not less than $55.00 nor more than $750.00 and the costs of prosecution.  (01-O-11)
42.13 LIQUOR AND BEER POSSESSION BY MINORS.  It shall be unlawful for any person under the age of 21 to consume or have possession of alcoholic liquor, including beer and wine, in the city.

42.14 FAILURE TO DISPERSE UPON ORDER.  It shall be unlawful for a person in the City to knowingly fail to obey a lawful order of dispersal by a person known by him to be a peace officer under circumstances where three or more persons are committing acts of disorderly conduct in the immediate vicinity, which acts are likely to cause substantial harm, serious inconvenience, annoyance or alarm.

42.15 TOBACCO. (03-O-28)
(a) Definitions.  For the purpose of this article, the following words and phrases shall have the meanings respectfully ascribed to them:

Tobacco products: Any substance containing tobacco leaf, including but not limited to, cigarettes, cigars, pipe tobacco, snuff, chewing tobacco or dipping tobacco.

(b) Purchases by minors prohibited.  It shall be unlawful for any person under the age of eighteen (18) years to purchase tobacco products, or to misrepresent their identity or age, or to use any false or altered identification for the purpose of purchasing tobacco products

(c) Possession by minors prohibited.  It shall be unlawful for any person under the age of eighteen (18) years to possess any tobacco products, provided that the possession by a person under the age of eighteen (18) years under the direct supervision of the parent or guardian of such person in the privacy of the parent’s or guardian’s home shall not be prohibited.

(d) Use in City Park. It shall be unlawful for any person to smoke tobacco products within fifty (50) feet of the Robinson City Pool enclosure and concession stand, when the Robinson City Pool is open for use by the public.

(d)  Use in City Park.  It shall be unlawful for any person to smoke tobacco products in the following areas in the Robinson City Park.(2003-O-28)

1.  Within 50 feet of the Robinson City Pool enclosure and concession stand, when the Robinson City Pool is open for use by the public.


2. Within 25 feet of any permanent seating facility, any pavilion and the restrooms in the Robinson City Park.  (11-O-20)
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
